The delegation of the State Agency on Intellectual Property (AGEPI), represented by Liliana Vieru,
Head of the Communication, International Relations and European Integration Directorate, and Diana
Stici, Head of the Legal Directorate, participated on December 16, 2025, in the Workshop on the
Implementation of CEFTA Joint Committee Decision No 5/2024 on Trade Aspects of Intellectual
Property Rights, held in Podgorica, Republic of Montenegro.

The event was organized by the CEFTA Secretariat and was part of the process of operationalizing
Decision No 5/2024, the implementation of which is coordinated by the CEFTA Sub-Committee on
Intellectual Property Rights, established by the CEFTA Joint Committee Decision No 9/2024.

The meeting was attended by representatives of all CEFTA Parties - Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Kosovo, North Macedonia, Montenegro, the Republic of Moldova and Serbia, as well as
representatives of the CEFTA Secretariat.

The main objective of the workshop was to support a common and in-depth understanding of the
obligations arising from Decision No 5/2024, as well as to facilitate a technical dialogue between the
CEFTA Parties on:

e minimum requirements for the protection and enforcement of intellectual property rights;

e application of the principles of non-discrimination and most-favoured-nation treatment of the
CEFTA Party;

e the CEFTA-wide exhaustion regime, applicable in particular to trademarks and industrial
designs;

e protection of undisclosed business information (trade secrets);

* the need to adjust the national legislative and institutional framework to ensure the
implementation of the Decision.

The CEFTA Parties underlined the importance of the CEFTA-wide exhaustion regime for facilitating
regional trade and protecting consumers. At the same time, the joint commitment to align national
legislation with the acquis communautaire of the European Union was reiterated, highlighting the
role of CEFTA in accelerating this process, including by facilitating the exchange of knowledge,
experience and good practices between the parties.

During the discussions, AGEPI representatives presented the current situation in the Republic of
Moldova in the field of intellectual property rights, especially in the context of the European
integration process, as well as the degree of compliance of national legislation with the principles
established by Decision No 5/2024.

AGEPI's participation in this workshop contributed to strengthening the regional technical dialogue,
to reaffirming the commitment of the Republic of Moldova to align with European and international
standards in the field of intellectual property and to identifying the necessary measures for the
efficient implementation of CEFTA Decision No 5/2024, once it enters into force.

Evenimentul a fost organizat de Secretariatul CEFTA si s-a inscris Tn procesul de operationalizare a
Deciziei nr. 5/2024, a carei implementare este coordonata de Subcomitetul pentru Drepturile de
Proprietate Intelectuala CEFTA, instituit prin Decizia Comuna a Comitetului CEFTA nr. 9/2024.
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La reuniune au participat reprezentanti ai tuturor partilor CEFTA - Albania, Bosnia si Hertegovina,
Kosovo, Macedonia de Nord, Muntenegru, Republica Moldova si Serbia, precum si reprezentanti ai
Secretariatului CEFTA.

Atelierul a avut drept obiectiv principal sprijinirea unei intelegeri comune si aprofundate a obligatiilor
ce decurg din Decizia nr. 5/2024, precum si facilitarea unui dialog tehnic intre partile CEFTA cu
privire la:

 cerintele minime de protectie si aplicare a drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala;

 aplicarea principiilor de nediscriminare si de tratament al celui mai favorizat partener CEFTA;

e regimul de epuizare a drepturilor la nivel CEFTA, aplicabil in special marcilor si desenelor
industriale;

» protectia informatiilor de afaceri nedivulgate (secrete comerciale);

* necesitatea ajustarii cadrului legislativ si institutional national pentru asigurarea
implementarii Deciziei.

Partile CEFTA au subliniat importanta regimului de epuizare a drepturilor la nivel CEFTA pentru
facilitarea comertului regional si protectia consumatorilor. Totodata, a fost reiterat angajamentul
comun pentru alinierea legislatiilor nationale la acquis-ul Uniunii Europene, fiind evidentiat rolul
CEFTA in accelerarea acestui proces, inclusiv prin facilitarea schimburilor de cunostinte, experienta
si bune practici intre parti.

in cadrul discutiilor, reprezentantii AGEPI au prezentat situatia actuald din Republica Moldova in
domeniul drepturilor de proprietate intelectuald, in special in contextul procesului de integrare
europeana, precum si gradul de conformitate a legislatiei nationale cu principiile stabilite prin
Decizia nr. 5/2024.

Participarea AGEPI la acest atelier a contribuit la consolidarea dialogului tehnic regional, la
reafirmarea angajamentului Republicii Moldova pentru alinierea la standardele europene si
internationale Tn domeniul proprietatii intelectuale si la identificarea masurilor necesare pentru
implementarea eficienta a Deciziei CEFTA nr. 5/2024, odata cu intrarea acesteia in vigoare.
